an Imagination Library

The WP/FV Rotary Club, together with
the Granby and Grand Lake Rotary clubs
have launched their support of an early
literacy initiative to put books in the
hands of young children.

Dolly Parton's Imagination Library
provides free books to children until their
5th birthday. One book is mailed to the
child each month. All books are selected
for Imagination Library by a panel of
educators and are geared to the specific
age of the child receiving the books.

Enrollment is open to all children
under the age of 5 years residing in a
Grand County with Zip codes 80442 and
80482 through the WP/FV Club; 80446,
80478, 80451 through the Granby club;
and 80447 through the Grand Lake
Rotary Club.

The free hard cover books are
carefully selected to help develop a
child's literacy and vocabulary skills
through age appropriate, developmental
reading materials. There is a national
committee of individuals who meet each
year to review the Library. Imagination
Library works to build community
support for children during their
formative years that will influence their
entire lives, along with the goal of
helping all children be prepared for
success in school and life.

Dolly Parton launched this program in
1996 as an exciting new effort to benefit
the children of her home county in east
Tennessee. Dolly wanted children to be
excited about books and to feel the magic
that books can create. Moreover, she
could insure that every child would have
books regardless of their family's income.
She decided to mail a brand new, age
appropriate book each month to every
child under 5 in Sevier County. With the
arrival of every child's first book, the
classic “The Little Engine That Could”,
every child could now experience the joy
of finding their very own book in their
mail box. These moments continue each
month until the child turns 5. In their last
month in the program they receive "Look
Out Kindergarten Here I Come”, a
diploma, and a personal letter from Dolly
for completing the program.

We are proud to be part of this
wonderful program. Rotary is an active
supporter of literacy in our community,
providing free dictionaries to 3rd graders
and donating a book to our local library in
honor of each of our guest speakers.
